&lt;p&gt;Barcos debuted professionally for Racing in August 2004.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;He then went on â�¤ï¸�  to play on loan for Club Guaran&#237; (Paraguay), O

lmedo (Ecuador), Red Star Belgrade (Serbia), and Hurac&#225;n (Argentina).&lt;/p

by netting twice in the late minutes versus Banat Zrenjanin, helping Red Star â�¤ï¸�

  to get three points.&lt;/p&gt;

ictory over Changchun Yatai on 16 September 2009.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;He scored 14 goals in 14 league games with â�¤ï¸�  Shenzhen and won Chinese

 Football Association Golden Boot award in the end of the season.&lt;/p&gt;

&lt;p&gt;In early â�¤ï¸�  2010, Barcos transferred to LDU Quito to reinforce the squ

ad after their leading goalscorer transferred out.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;He established himself as a â�¤ï¸�  capable striker for the squad, starting

 a five-game run where he scored one goal a game.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;Barcos, or &quot;El Pirata&quot; as â�¤ï¸�  he was nicknamed by the Liga fa

ns, scored two vital goals against Estudiantes de La Plata in LDU&#39;s 2â��1 firs

t-leg â�¤ï¸�  win, winning the 2010 Recopa Sudamericana.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;Barcos&#39; ended his illustrious 2010 season as Ecuadorian Serie A cha

mpion, having scored 22 league â�¤ï¸�  goals in 32 games, second best in the league,

 behind Jaime Ayov&#237; who scored 23 goals.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;In the 2011 Ecuadorian Serie â�¤ï¸�  A season, Barcos scored 25 goals in 51

 matches in all competitions.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;On 13 August 2011, Barcos did what no other â�¤ï¸�  LDU Quito player had ev

er accomplished in any competition, he scored five goals in a single game agains

t Manta.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;Barcos would â�¤ï¸�  continue with his scoring ability, netting in seven go

als in the 2011 Copa Sudamericana.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;He scored an important away goal for â�¤ï¸�  LDU Quito in the team&#39;s fi

rst win ever in Buenos Aires in a 1â��0 win against V&#233;lez Sarsfield, thus rea

ching â�¤ï¸�  the Copa Sudamericana finals.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;He failed to score a single goal in the finals against Universidad de C

hile, and though only â�¤ï¸�  ended up as runner up in the competition, he and the r

est of LDU Quito received support and appraisal from â�¤ï¸�  the club&#39;s fans.&lt

&lt;p&gt;Even though LDU Quito was suffering from debt, they honored Barcos&#39;

 wishes to play for Palmeiras, and on 17 January â�¤ï¸�  2012, he signed for the Bra

zilian team.&lt;/p&gt;

&lt;p&gt;On 17 January 2012, Barcos joined Brazilian S&#233;rie A club Palmeiras

 â�¤ï¸�  for an undisclosed fee.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;[2] He scored his first goal for the club on 11 February 2012, in a 3â��0

 victory â�¤ï¸�  against Ituano, in a Paulist&#227;o match.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;[3] Barcos promised to achieve a total number of 27 goals in his first 

season â�¤ï¸�  with Palmeiras, thus showing a countdown of how many are left to go o

n his football shoes.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;On 27 February 2012, â�¤ï¸�  football specialist L&#233;dio Carmona compare

d Barcos to lobster, playing with coach Luiz Felipe Scolari who had said he want

&lt;p&gt;On 1 August 2012, Barcos scored a double in Palmeiras&#39; debut in the

 â�¤ï¸�  Copa Sudamericana against Botafogo.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;He scored another double against Botafogo again, this time in a league 

match a week later, winning â�¤ï¸�  2â��1.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;Despite Palmeiras&#39; relegation and interest of European clubs, Barco

s via Twitter confirmed he would continue to play for club in â�¤ï¸�  2013.&lt;/p&gt

 La Plata for the first fixture of the 2016â��17 Argentine Primera Divisi&#243;n[8
